Does the Brattle Group agree with the proposed alternate wording? 19

A. The modified text reads: “Taking financial responsibility for the costs of network 21 
upgrades that exceed Hydro’s anticipated revenues from the new customer for 22 
transmission service over some fixed period, and providing security equal to the 23 
anticipated revenues.”   24

This revised text generally conveys the same concept except that the revised text 26 
applies to only “new customers” while the original text is inclusive of new 27 
customers and existing customers with load additions exceeding a size threshold.  28
