million in 2025 to purchase and install a new 25 MVA transformer and 5 

associated protection devices at VIR Substation in parallel with the existing 6 

VIR-T3.  7

1. The sensitivity analysis (Table 5, page 1-6) appears to assume that the 9 

2025 capital expenditures would be required even with no load growth. 10 

Please confirm whether this is the case and, if so, explain why these 11 

expenditures are required in 2025 but not in 2021 in the no load growth 12 

scenario. 13 

2. If the new transformer at VIR Substation is not required in 2025 as 14 

forecast, how much further into the future would the $3.36 million 15 

expenditures associated with the installation of this transformer need to 16 

be deferred so as to make the Alternative 1 and Alternative 2 options net 17 

present value equivalent? 18 

3. Given the uncertainties associated with load forecasting and the almost 19 

flat load forecast and considering the current economic circumstances in 20 

the Province are there quantifiable benefits associated with the 21 

opportunity to delay a significant portion of the expenditures until 2025?  22 

4. Other than meeting projected load forecast, are there any quantifiable 23 

benefits associated with Alternative 2 as compared to Alternative 1?  24
