A. Yes. Newfoundland and Labrador Hydro is currently working on schedule to comply with the
December 31, 2025, Government of Canada deadline to remove and dispose of all equipment
containing greater than 50 parts per million of PCBs.! Procurement delays remain a potential

risk, as all Canadian utilities are required to meet this deadline, putting pressure on vendors.
